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In Connecticut, medical marijuana became legal in 2012
and recreational adult use (21+) became legal in 2021.
Adult-use cannabis retail sales began in January 2023.
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By June 2023, more adult-use products were being
sold than medical marijuana products each month.

Vape cartridges and
infused edibles were

bought more frequently
for adult-use.

Cannabis flower,
inhalation extracts, and

other products were
bought more frequently

for medical use.
